ALL INDIA SAINIK SCHOOLS ENTRANCE EXAM 2020

Sir/lMadam,

1. Starting in 1961, Sainik Schools, which are fully residential public schools,
were established to prepare students academically, mentally and physically for entry
into the National Defence Academy (NDA) and Indian Naval Academy (INA).
At present, there are 33 Sainik Schools across 23 states and 01 Union Territory.
The Schools are administered by the Sainik Schools Society, Ministry of Defence,
New Delhi. At the apex of the organisation is the Board of Governors, with the
Hon’ble Raksha Rajya Mantri as the Chairman.

2. Sainik Schools admit boys in Classes VI and IX based on an All India Sainik
Schools Entrance Examination held once in every year followed by a Medical
Examination for the shortlisted candidates. Finally, the candidates are offered
admission based on their merit in their category subject to medical fitness as per the
NDA standards. The candidates found medically unfit in the Initial Medical
Examination will have a chance to undergo an Appeal/Review Medical Exam.

3. For Sainik School Bhubaneswar, the Initial Medical Examination for the
shortlisted candidates of the All India Sainik Schools Entrance Examination 2020
was held at the Capital Hospital, Bhubaneswar. A total number of 27 candidates
who have been found medically unfit have preferred to undergo the Appeal Medical
Exam. The Appeal Medical Exam for these candidates was supposed to be held at
Indian Naval Hospital Nivarini, Chilka. However, due to the ongoing COVID-19
pandemic crisis, the Appeal Medical Exam could not be conducted at the said
hospital as government has converted the said hospital into a COVID-19 Care
Hospital. With the prevailing situation and the restrictions in Inter State/Intra State
movement and non-availability of a proper as well as regular transportation facility
the parents and the candidates are presently undergoing through a great deal of
distress due to uncertainty regarding conduct of the Appeal Medical Exam and
admission.
